Dear Parents,

Headlice continues to be a problem throughout the school.  Please spend some time in thoroughly checking your whole family’s hair preferably with a fine-toothed comb and if you should find any signs of lice or lice eggs, treat the hair.

The following treatment is suggested:

1. Wash and rinse the hair in the usual way.

2. Liberally condition the hair with a good hair conditioner but DO NOT rinse off.

3. Comb thoroughly with a wide toothed comb until all tangles are removed and then use a fine toothed comb (available from chemists) to section hair and comb from the root to the end of the hair, checking the comb after each section and removing any lice or eggs found.  UNLESS THE EGGS ARE REMOVED THE PROBLEM WILL CONTINUE.
4. Rinse hair and repeat the above procedure.

5. Repeat this procedure every three days for two weeks.  (The usual life cycle of the lice).

Alternatively, or if the problem persists, please seek advice from your doctor or chemist as to other available treatments.
